The main configuration for the ePro Select Corded
Vacuum is for cleaning floor surfaces and higher
vertical surfaces that are hard-to-reach.

Floor to Ceiling
Attach the wider Motorized Roller Brush with LED
headlights for hard floors, area rugs and carpeting.

Attach the WIDE BRUSH TOOL (®) to the end of the
extension wand or directly to the handheld vacuum.
Use this tool to clean upholstery, fabrics, drapes, and
delicate surfaces, both low and high.

Attach the LONG CREVICE TOOL (B to the end of the
extension wand for hard-to-reach areas along ceilings,
bookshelves, and patio doors. Use it without the wand
to attach directly to the handheld vacuum for tight
corners, in between cushions, and car seats.

To Use as a Floor Vacuum

o Assemble all parts and include the floor head with turbo-powered brush.
@ Plug the floor vacuum into a standard AC outlet.

e Operate the floor vacuum slightly angled back or
in swivel mode right or left to easily maneuver under
or around furniture and obstacles.

NOTE: Six (6) bright LED lights on floor head help to
illuminate the cleaning path while operating.

To Use as a Hand Vacuum

Emptying Dust Bin

and remove Dust Bin from Motor housing ().

Then, press the BIN RELEASE button (©) to open bin.
Carefully empty contents into a trash container.
(If necessary, clean Multi-Stage Filter Assembly).

To re-install dust bin on motor housing, align Dust Bin ASSEMBLY TAB ()
and press down towards handle until you hear a “Click” to secure Dust Bin.

NOTE: If suction power seems to diminish, it may be time to empty the dust bin or clean or replace the HEPA filter.
